Reflections on this week’s liturgy

As we begin our Lenten journey of 40 days until Palm Sunday, we are reminded in the
Book of Numbers that Israel, the people of God, spent 40 years in the Sinai desert
suffering and preparing for its entry into the promised land, which at that time was called
Canaan led by Moses for most of those years, and by Joshua at the very end. Moses
says “my father was a wandering Aramean”, in reference to his ancestor Abraham, the
patriarch of Israel, who left Ur of the Chaldees to settle in Canaan at the request of God.
Moses also was requested by God to leave his native land Egypt and lead Israel back to
the promised land, escaping a life of slavery. Let us also escape the slavery of sin during
this time of Lent, convert and receive the grace of God, who leads us to the promised
land of eternal life.
