Reflections on this week’s liturgy

The prophet Elisha, successor of Elijah, cures the pagan leper Naaman by telling him to wash
himself seven times in the Jordan River, and after Naaman had done this, his skin became soft
as a baby’s skin. Naaman wanted to pay Elisha for this miracle by giving him gifts, but Elisha
refused, saying that it was the Lord God of Israel who cured Naaman of leprosy, not him. So
Naaman asked permission to take as much earth as two mules can carry from that land by the
river, and bring this earth back with him to his homeland, so that he could build an altar to the
true God of Israel with this earth, swearing that he will never again adore the pagan gods, and
Elisha agreed. Let us also in our lives have a strong faith in God through his Son Jesus Christ,
and reject all worldly temptations, and we too will see miracles in our lives.
