Reflections from this week's liturgy

Pentecost Sunday is upon us, 50 days (7 weeks) after Easter Sunday, the feast of the sending of
the Holy Spirit upon the apostles, the disciples, the Virgin Mary, the Church and the world,
represented by the people of different nations and languages who were there in the Cenacle
when this tremendous event happened.
