Reflections from this week’s liturgy
After Israel had arrived in the Sinai desert and made its encampment by the mountain, God said
to Moses that Israel has seen God’s glory in the miraculous escape from Egypt, and if Israel
keeps God’s commandments, they will be a nation of priests, a holy nation. This sanctity started
with the cult of the Lord in the Temple of Jerusalem, and the priests who served in the Temple
were the fulfillment of God’s promise. This promise has continued in the Church, founded by
Jesus Christ through the twelve apostles, whom he chose from among the people and sent out
to proclaim the Gospel, cure the sick and expel the evil spirits. Later, the Church defined its
ministers (deacons, priests and bishops) and its sacraments, declaring that all the baptized
participate in this ministry in a direct or indirect way, thus continuing the mission of sanctification
and transformation of the world.
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
