Reflections from this week‘s liturgy

Everything in nature is cyclical: the four seasons, weather patterns, geological activity, and life in
general. So the prophet Isaiah remarks very well that the water that comes from rainfall does not
return to the sky without first fertilizing the earth that will produce a harvest, and with these grains
we can make bread, besides the fruits and vegetables, and the animals who feed on the
grasses. That cycle of rain and evaporation is compared to the Word of God, which also does not
come back to God without first giving fruit here in our world. Let us always be open to the
inspiration of the Holy Spirit that is found in the reading, listening and meditation of the Word of
God, the Bible, especially in the gospels of Our Lord Jesus Christ — the good news of salvation.
Together with the Sacred Tradition of the Church, Sacred Scripture is a fountain of divine
