Reflections from this week‘s liturgy

Isaiah exhorts Israel and us to search for the Lord, to look for Him, since He is easily found, He
lets us find Him if we try. However, the path to the Lord in our life is not always what we imagine.
The Lord says: “my thoughts are not your thoughts, and my paths are not your paths — just as
the sky is above the earth, so are my paths above your paths, and my thoughts above your
thoughts”. In the mid 1800’s, thousands of landowners in the southern United States thought that
they were on the way of the Lord by having slaves do most of their work, and they went to church
and prayed on Sundays in their “white” churches, while the slaves went to “black” churches.
However, this was not the way of the Lord, and it took Abraham Lincoln and a civil war for them
to begin to see that they were wrong, but this “beginning to see” took many years, and is still
going on. Let us also not be blind to the way of the Lord in our lives, in society and in the world.
