Reflections from this week's liturgy

Pope Francis often talks about the Mediterranean Sea, since it has been a birthplace of
civilizations from the most ancient times, and Israel, where Jesus was born, lived, died and
resurrected, and Italy, where the Vicar of Christ resides in Rome, are two of many important
countries on this great body of water. And if one includes the Black Sea, which is an extension of
the Mediterranean Sea, then we have many more important countries. Recently Pope Francis
promoted a conference of all the Catholic bishops of the Mediterranean countries in Marseilles,
France (Sept. 22-24), where he called on all these countries to be likes stones in a mosaic, or
instruments in a symphony orchestra. The Holy Father also continued to vehemently defend the
dignity and rights of migrants, especially those who risk their lives on the Mediterranean Sea in
small boats trying to reach the richer European countries. Many of them never make it. As God
says to Israel in the book of Exodus in today’s first reading: “do not oppress or harm the stranger,
for you were a stranger in Egypt.”
