Reflections from this week‘s liturgy

On this Gaudete Sunday (Sunday of joy), the liturgy transmits to us that joy which we feel when
we know that something good is about to happen, and then it really happens. The people of God,
Israel, waited for centuries for the birth of the Messiah, and when that day approached, those
who recognized it were full of joy, and when He was born, they were even more overjoyed.

Isaiah says that he rejoices with all his heart and soul in the Lord, “for He has adorned me with
the cloak of salvation and the mantle of justice”. Saint Paul writes: “always be full of joy, and pray
constantly”. And the Virgin Mary proclaims that “my spirit rejoices in God, my saviour, for He has
looked upon his humble servant”. Let us also try to feel this joy in our lives, even with so much
bad news around us, because we have the power to transform bad news into good news.
