Reflections from this week’s liturgy

The Christmas liturgical period came to an end this week with the Feast of the Baptism of Our

Lord, and today we are in ordinary time again, with the green liturgical color. Green is a colour

which reminds us of nature, trees, grass, some vegetables and fruits, and is also the colour of

hope, and the 34 weeks of ordinary time with all its biblical readings should increase our faith,

which then will increase our hope of a better world and of eternal life. The young boy Samuel

was consecrated to God by his mother in thanksgiving for having a son, and Samuel is living in

the temple of God with the priest Eli. God calls Samuel three times, and the third time Eli realizes

what is happening and tells Samuel to answer God: “Lord, your servant is listening”. Samuel then

becomes a great prophet by always listening to God. What about us? Do we listen to God

through the voice of our conscience, through prayer, through charity, through sacrifice, through

the Bible, through the sacraments, through the Magisterium of the Church? These are the ways

we can listen to God, increase our hope, and do God’s will in our everyday life.
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
