Reflections from this week’s liturgy
Today in the Book of Deuteronomy, Moses tells the people of Israel that God will make a prophet
come forth from among them. Moses calls himself a prophet, and he is referring to someone who
will take over from him after his death, to continue leading God’s chosen people to the promised
land. After 40 years of wandering in the desert, and revealing to Israel the Law of God, especially
the 10 commandments, Moses knows and feels that he will die soon. When they reach Mount
Nebo, on the other side of the Jordan from the Holy Land, Moses sees this land with his own
eyes, and there he dies, though there is no record of his burial in the Bible, nor does a traditional
place of burial exist, leading some to believe that Moses was taken up into heaven by the angels
in body and soul. The Lord kept his promise, and He chose Joshua to be the new prophet of
God, the new leader of Israel, who then led the people miraculously across the Jordan river into
the land of Canaan. Let us too, in our lives, have the same strong faith of Moses and Joshua,
believing that God can do wonders for us and our families.
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
