Reflections from this week's liturqy

Today’s beautiful prophecy in the Book of Jeremiah tells us that God promised Israel at the time
of the Exile in Babylon that He will make a new covenant with the people, not like previous
covenants which were broken, but one which will be written in their hearts: “l will be your God,
and you will be my people”. And no one will have to teach each other the ways of the Lord,
because all will know these ways, from the youngest to the oldest. A covenant is like a contract
or an agreement, both sides promise to do something and get something in return. If | sign a
contract with a company to do a renovation of my home, | promise to pay the required amount
and | hope to receive a well done service, while the contractor promises to do a well done
service and hopes to receive the required amount. If the service is not well done or the money is
not received, the contract is broken, and there will be consequences. So we too have to abide by
this covenant with God and do our part: be the people of God, and we hope to receive the
reward: eternal life with God.
